ARRIVALS/ DEPARTURES /SECURITY POLICY/FIRE EVACUATION PLAN

In order to insure a safe and secure environment for all of our children and staff, all doors leading
into the Nursery School will remain locked at all time, with the exceptions listed below. Parents and care-
givers, who knock on the glass doors or windows will be given access at any time. (1) The main entry door
will be unlocked at 9:00 and 12:30 and will remain unlocked until 9:15 and 12:45. A staff person will be at
the door to ensure those entering are students and their escorts and to ensure no child is given access to the
outdoors, once inside. All students , except in_an emergency, should arrive no later than 9:15 and 12:45
while a staff member is present at the door. (2) The main entry door will be unlocked at 11:30 and 3:00 for
pick-up time. Identification and written parental permission will be required for anyone new picking up a
child. All students should be picked up promptly. Please be aware that during the time between
morning and afternoon classes, staff members will be cleaning up their current classroom area,
preparing for other classes, attending staff meetings or preparing for Lunch Bunch. Conversations at
the door with the Director during arrival and departure times should be limited.

In order to maintain security at SMNS, please PUSH the door closed tightly as you leave.

We also want to make you aware of our FIRE EVACUATION PLAN. All SMNS students and staff
participate in periodic fire drills. In the event of a fire at the school, all children will be evacuated to the
Emmaus Public Library. Parents will be notified as soon as possible and may pick up their child at the
Library.
